Parents will:

Make sure that their child goes to school regularly,
on time, and properly equipped.

Let the School know about any concerns or problems
that might affect their child’s work or behaviour.

Support the School’s policies and guidelines for
behaviour.

Support their child in homework, in accordance with
the School’s homework policy, and in other
opportunities for home learning.

Attend parents’ evenings, and meetings and
discussions about their child’s progress.

Inform the School by phone or letter by 9am if their
child is going to be absent or late that day. In the
interest of the safety of the child, the School stresses
the importance of advising them straight away of any
absence, so that the School will know not to expect a
child that morning.

Strive to achieve high academic standards, brought about
through staff and pupils working together in a caring
environment, creating new experiences and opportunities.

Provide a broad and balanced curriculum, in accordance with the
National Curriculum Key Stage 2 requirements, to enable each
child to reach the highest standard possible.

Inform parents of their children’s progress at regular meetings
and by written annual progress reports.

Contact parents if there is a problem with attendance,
punctuality, or equipment.

Inform parents about general school matters (including revised
school policies) and school activities, through letters,
newsletters, and notices about special events.

Give information to parents about what the teachers aim to
teach the children in that year or term.

Undertake that complaints will be dealt with in accordance with
the school complaints policy.

Pupils will:

Attend school regularly and on time.
Wear the correct school uniform and be tidy in appearance.

Bring all the equipment needed each day, all items being
named.

Try to do all classwork and homework as well as possible.

Abide by the school rules, especially those for safety and
behaviour.

Be polite and helpful to others, and treat others as you
would wish to be treated.

Take a responsible part in looking after the school
environment, including keeping the school free from litter
and graffiti.
